The Last Supper

Q. In what language was the first Mass said?

A. I Imagine you are referring to the Last Supper. If
so, we are talking about a Passover meal, which was
completely ritualized and, there, would have been in
Hebrew—even though the language spoken in
Palestine at that time was Aramaic.

The Mass

Q. Why is our Eucharistic service called the Mass?
A. The name comes from a historical accident. As
you may know, at the conclusion of the Mass, the
priest (or deacon) says, in the Latin, “Ite, missa est.”
Literally, that means, “Go, it (the Church or
congregation) is sent.” ‘“Missa” (dismissal) gradually
and eventually became the name for the entire

d e wervice. That jrapslates mtg English as “Mass.”

Honoring the Eucharist

Q. Father Joseph Champlin, in his book “Preaching
and Teaching about the Eucharist.” says that a
double genuflection before the exposed Blessed
Sacrament is no longer the norm, lest people get the
idea that the Eucharist is to be more greatly
venerated outside of Mass than within the celebration
of the sacrifice. Is this true?

A. Yes, it is. While I can see the arguments on both
sides, the norms do indicate that a single genuflection
is to be used. Liturgical documents are generally
positive; hence, they do not tell what not to do but
what to do. Therefore, the document in question does
not explicitly forbid a genuflection on two knees, but
is does tell what should be done, namely, a regular
genuflection. The rationale is that a clear connection
should be made between the bringing about of the
Eucharistic Presence during the Mass and the
subsequent adoration of the Sacred Species outside
the Mass. When you think about it, there is indeed a
logic operative here: If the celebrant is instructed to
genuflect on one knee after the Consecration of the
elements of bread and wine, why should a double
genuflection be made at other times? Certainly,
Christ is no more present later than He was at the very
moment of Consecration.
