Here is how to sign up and renew: 

Go to https://boise.cmgconnect.org/  
On the right side of the page, register for a new account 
by entering your information and clicking ñNext Step.ò 

After signing up, if you click the ñMy Trainingò button 
on the left side of the screen, you should see 
somewhere on the page a course titled ñSafe  
Environment RENEWAL Training/Sexual Misconduct 
Policy Acknowledgement – Diocese of Boise.ò Click 
on that!
